The Texas Water Development Board (TWDB} is the state™s water planning and Jnancing agency The TWEDB s main responsibitities are threefold: collecting and
disseminating water-related data, planning for the developnient of the state's water resources, and adminisiering lowecost financing programs

Since 1937, the agency or its predecessors has been charged with planning and financing prejects to address the statés waier needs. With the passage of Senaw Bill ]
during the 75th Texas Legislature, the TWDB alse assumed 2 facilitation and support role in regional and state water planning activities involving federal and siame
organizations and local political subdivisions,

Throughout the history of the TWDB, the agency has remained adaptablie and effective in addressing the charging envirenment of Texadwater policy arena. The
TWDB has solidified its position as a state agency that s keown For its objective scientific research and studies, urassrootsbased planning, extensive data collection and
dissemination, and sound fiscal management of financal assistance programs The Governos's Olfice and the Texas Legislalure continue to recognize the TWDE's
importance to the understanding of Texas water issues [n every legislative session since 1397, the TWDB has been called upon 1o do more — maore scieniific research
and studies, more planning, more dai colfection, and more financial assistance Currently, the TWDB is cominuing 1o manage is mission critical priorities with fewer
FESOUICES.

During the 1990°s, a wide spectram of water issues steadily worked to the Torelvont of deliberations by both pelicymakers and the citizens of Texas. The catasuwophic
stalewide drought of 1996, followed inunediately by the passage of Senaie Biil 1 in 1997, served as the catalyst to permanently change the way Texans view their future
waier supplies, water infrastructure, water cuality, and protection of the environnien! The regional water planning process. a cornersione of Senate Bill 1, has
successiitlly served 10 educate the citizens of Texas to a level unprecedented in the United States For example, from 1988 thwough 2000, over %00 public meetings were
held throughout the state o deliberate and debate how future water supply needs shoutd be met Out of this truly landmark public process has come two very clear
messages: |} continue the reglonal water planning process; and 2} Texas should act to fund ihe projects and strategies in the regional and state water pians [T the voals
adopted as a result of the regional water planning process are to be fulfiiled, then the necessary resources to meet those goals should be enhanced to a level sufficient to
ensure that the critical task of meeting the water supply needs of Texas s successtul

Senats Bifl 2. enacted by the 77th Texas Lezislamre in 2001, bas also bad a major impact on the water community and the TWDR A major provision of this legislanien
was the creation of the Water Infrastructure Fund for the purpose of fundinz water supply projects recommended i the regional and state water plansHowever, while

the fund was created, no source of revenve was dedicated to this fund, thus ne water supply projects have been furded 10 date utilizing ¢his fund, Page 1
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Senate Bill 2 also contained an extensive list of changes affecting pot enly how groundwater conservation districts aperate, but also the level of technical assistance that
the TWDR is to provide to these districts. To date, the TWDB has been successful in meeting these technical assistance requests However, the demand for these
services to the districts continues o increase, and may not be met in the future i resources dedicated to this eritical eftord are not restored

Finally, Senate Bill 2 created the Instream Flow Program to be jeintly implemented and operated by the TWDEB, Texas Parks and Wildhife Deparmment, and Texas
Comimission on Envivenmental Quality To date, the three agencies have met this chiallenge by the development of a programimatic work plan, a technical overview
docuinent, and the utilization of the Mational Academy of Sciences to conduct a formal peer review of the wmethodologies to be utilized thronghout the conduct of this
program. The creation of the Instrcam Flow Program, however, did sot come with any funding 1f the three agencies are to meet the statutorily mandated deadline of 2010
for the completion of the priority instream flow studies, then funding for this efforr will need to be mercased significantly

The TWDB"s Fiscal ¥ears 2006-2047 projected generat revenue baseline appropriation request for operations and program funding{excluding debt service on bonds) is
gver $1:4 million less than the Fiscal Years 2000-2031 biennivm appropriation. This figure (s a 28.92 percent reduction in staie appropriations, accumildating over threg
bicnnia for a growing mumber of water resources programs The agency’s ability (o perform at the same high quatity level is being compremised Without restoration of
appropriation for key staff and programs, the TWDEB wiil be forced te reduce products and services, vltimately putting the future of Texad water resources at risk.

The TWDB has carefubly reviewed its funding requests and has complicd with the directive to submit a reduced baseline request for general revenverelated funds. In
view of the fact that the TWDB eurrently is stretching diminished appropriations across an increasing number of worthwhile programs, the agency requests to restore 1S
baseline general revenue appropriation 1o Fiscal Years 2004-20035 funding levels in two key programs. Groundwater Availabeliey Modeling and Strategic Mapping In
addition, the TWDIB anticipates increased demands and workload during the Fiscal Years 2006-2007 bicaniwe and is propesing 13 exceptional items that are essential 1o
ensurmg the agency's ability 10 successfully address three key issues identified m the Fiscal Years2003-2009 Strategic Plan: 1) implementing strategies identified in the

Through the DWSRF, the TWDB offers loan subsidies, including loan forgiveness. to communities that are economically disadvantaged, for projects that facilitate the
compliance with the naticnal primary drinking water standards and for projects that further the public health objectives of the federal Safe Drinking Water Act oil 996,
The types of assistance available (o disadvantaged communities include | percent interest rate loans. zero-interest rate loans, and zero-interest rate loans with lean
forgiveness of up w 35 percent of the principal amount of the loan The TWDB mmplemented rules that allow up 1o 30 percent of the total funding available threugh the
DWSRF for assistance to disadvantaged communities

During the 78th Texas Legislature in 2003, in which cuts were imade 1o both the Fiscal Year 2003 and the Fiscal Years 2004-2003 appropriations, the general revenuc
appropriation for state maich of the federal funding was reduced by $02,833 for cach year of the Fiscal Years 2084-2003 bienmum {from S3.6 million o $3.1 million}.
As aresolt, the amount of disadvantaged assistance made available by the TW DB for Fiscal Years2006-2007 was reduced by 34.6 million {from $335.9 million 10 §31.3
million} for the bjennium. The estimated federal grants for Fiscal Years 2006-2007 are grzater than what was estimated for Fiscal Years2004-2003, resulling in a need
for a total increase of 8706,83 1 per year in order to achieve the maximuwm funding amount for foan forgivencss for disadvantaged communities that is allowed by the
federal faw.

Restoration of General Revenue

The 78ith Texas Legislature passed appropriations language, which resulted in a reduction 1o the agency i general revenue that was adminmistered by the Comptroller of
Public Accounts after the session. The agency’s management-io-stail reduction was 5768.930 for the Fiscal Years 2004-2803 bicanium. Although collectively, the
managemen! positions eliminated by these cuts were funded from multiple funding sources that represented Iess thard( percent general vevenue, vitimately the entire
reduction was required 10 be aken from agency general revenue salary dollars While the agency accommeaodated the reduction for the Fiscal Years2404-03 biennium in
order 1o help the state meet budget goals, extending this reduction beyond the cimrent bienniiun would be a significant permanent cut to virtwally all the state assistance
prograins, ereatly reducing the Board's ability to respond 16 the needs of the Legislature and the public regarding access to information and financial assistance

Regional Water Planaing

Senate Bill 1 of the 75th Texas Legislatore changed warter planning to require the cstablishment of Regional Water Planning Groups, which prepare Reglonal Water
Plans that are incarporated into the State Water Plan. Both Regional and State Warer Plans must be updated every five years During the first round of Regional Water
Planng, which produced the 2002 State Water Plan, the Legisiature provided funding of 3192 miliion. 1n Fiscal Years 2001, an additional amount of 3062 941 was
provided for the Regional Water Planning Groups to complete the infrastruciure finance study required by Senate Bill2 of the 77th Texas Legislature and for other
mterim siudles. The TWDB estimated g nesd for and requested 318 million to complete the 2007 State Water Plan, which was subsequently reduced to $16.3 million
during the 2003 Legislattve Session. The impact of these cuts on the Planning Groups is very pronounced at this time due to the agencys inability to fund efforts 1o
address changed conditions. which will result in far Jess consideration of possible new alternatives o meet future water supply needs

Restoration of Groundwater Availability Modelimg {GAM)I Grants

A total of 3685 400 is needed to restore funding to the GAN Program to enswre sufficient information 1s available to groundiwater districts and water planners to perform
accurate evaliuations on proposed projects and water plan strategies. The additienal funding would be essential Tor data collection and field testing for the minimum
components and parameters needed to develop the remaining models for the minor agquifers

Envirpnmental Flow Programs

The instream fow program was authorized in2001 and is described in Section 16059 of the Texas Water Code. While the Legislature autherized one FTE for this new
program. no additional funding was appropriated As a resulr, this program has anly received limited funds from other sources Tiumely completion of instream flow
studies and verificasion o revision of the estuaring flreshwater inflow models will enable the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality TCEQ) to make more
intormed decisions on pending and future water diversion permit apphcations Requested funding of $600,000 will enable completion of nstream flow studies for
priority sites by 2010, as directed in siatute, and enable the review and possible revision of models and methodelogies emploved 1o determine freshwater inflow needs for
Bays and estuaries which stakeholders are currently requesting

Desalination Program

The next step in the development of sepwater desalination o Texas will be the performance of pilat studies at a cost of £.5 million.

In the development of large-scale seawater desalination facilities, pilot studies {12-18 months in duration} are performed to accurately determine the quaiity of the raw
water and the range of variation of that quality, and the ability of different types of inembranes to process the raw water for vitimate delivery as potable waierThe
project design phase uses pilot studies 1o select the appropriate combination of pretreatment and membranes to ensure a reliable operation The lack of pilot studies or
the failure to correctly inserpret those suidies often results in significant delays in construction of the aciual largescale facility and increasss the project costs.

The reconmaissance level study “Brackish Groundwater Manual for Texas Regional Waier Planning Groups” identified the grear potential for development of brackish
sroundwater desalination as a water supply source threughout Texas The relative novelty of the latest desatination lechnolagy improvements and the complexity of the
Issues dealing with concentrate disposal may hinder small comimunities from incorporating desalination sowces into thelr water supply systems TWDB is requesting
$600.800 to pursue the development of demenstration brackish groundwater desalination facilities suitable for use in small communitied | to 5 million gaflons per day).
TWDEB would implement a process similar te that used in the development of [arusscale demonstrasion seawater desalination facilities, including the issuance of a
request for statements of interest from small communities and the potential selection of up to three proposals Additionally, the monitoring of water technology
developments and the organization of that knowledge and information in a manner that ean be of assistance 1© many corunmunities exceeds currently available resources
Technical cutreach and other training and education activities are required 1o facilitate the technology transfer and the ability to develop desalination projects in the state

Expanded Water Education Program

As the lead water-planning agency for Texas, the TWDB showld promote smart waler use to all Texans School education programs must become an impartant
component of overall state and focal efforts and are an excellent tool for water providers to supplement their continuing efiorts of education and public information
Providing cost-sharing funds for scheal education programs will make these programs more affordable on a large scale Requested funding of $416,000 for this tem wil)
implement grades K — 12 programs, where as before, only grades 3 — 6 programs were available.

Strategic Mapping Program {StrathMap)

TWDE currently receives Tunds for base mapping through the Texas Strategic Mapping program{StraiMap). Base maps refer to general statewide mapping for specific

State Participation Program

The TWDB requests authorization to issue up to $30 million in general obligation bonds in the Fiscal Years2006-2007 biennium for State Participation projects. The
bond authorization would result in general revenue draws of approximately 5.3 million in the Fiscal Years 2006-2007 biennium for payment of debt service This
authorization wil] obligate the state for general revenue draws in future biennia

The State Participation Program alfows local governments 1o meet their lengterm water and wastewater needs in a way that saves money in the fong run, provides more
dependabile service, and minimizes impacts on ratepayers and the environment The Texas Legislature created the program i 1985 to facilitate the consiruction of
